Pastor McGill Writes. . .

Mother’s Day and Pentecost, May 11th

This year two impor-
tant events happen on the
same Sunday, May 11.

MOTHER’S DAY
RECOGNITION

This will also take
place on Sunday, May
11th. We will recognize
mothers in attendance at
each service with a special
gift and also pause to re-
member those mothers
who have gone to their
heavenly reward. That will
be a power packed Sunday
that you will not want to
miss. “Come and see!”

PENTECOST

Pentecost is the festi-
val when Christians cele-
brate the gift of the Holy
Spirit. It is celebrated on
the Sunday 50 days after
Easter. Pentecost is re-
garded as the birthday of
the Christian church, and
the start of the church’s
mission to the world.

The following ques-
tions and answers about
Pentecost will serve as a
review of the importance
of this event in the life of
the Church.

What Happened on Pente-
cost?

Ten days after Jesus as-
cended into heaven, the

twelve apostles, Jesus'
mother and family, and
many of His disciples gath-
ered together in Jerusalem
for the Jewish harvest festi-
val that was celebrated on
the fiftieth day of Pass-
over.

While they were in-
doors praying, a sound like
that of a rushing wind filled
the house and tongues of
fire descended and rested
over each of their heads.
This was the outpouring of
the Holy Spirit on human
flesh promised by God
through the prophet Joel
(2:28-29).

The disciples were
suddenly empowered to
proclaim the gospel of the
risen Christ. They went out
into the streets of Jerusalem
and began preaching to the
crowds gathered for the
festival.

Not only did the disci-
ples preach with boldness
and vigor, but by a miracle
of the Holy Spirit they
spoke in the native lan-
guages of the people pre-
sent, many who had come
from all corners of the Ro-
man Empire. This created
a sensation.

The apostle Peter
seized the moment and ad-
dressed the crowd, preach-
ing to them about Jesus'

death and resurrection for
the forgiveness of sins. The
result was that about three
thousand converts were bap-
tized that day. (You can
read the Biblical account of
Pentecost in Acts 2:1-41.

What | s the Liturgical
Color of Pentecost?

Red is the liturgical
color for this day. Red re-
calls the tongues of flame in
which the Holy Spirit de-
scended on the first Pente-
cost. The color red also
reminds us of the blood of
the martyrs. These are the
believers of every genera-
tion who by the power of the
Holy Spirit hold firm to the
true faith even at the cost of
their lives.

Why Is Pentecost Some-
times Called
"Whitsunday"*?

A tradition of some
churches in ancient times
was to baptize adult con-
verts to the faith on Pente-
cost. The newly baptized
catechumens would wear
white robes on that day, so
Pentecost was often called
"Whitsunday" or "White
Sunday" after these white
baptismal garments. Many

Why Is the Rite of Confir-
mation Often Celebrated
on Pentecost?

Confirmation Sunday
is the day when young
people who have been
instructed in basic Chris-
tian doctrine confess their
faith in the presence of the
church. The key to under-
standing confirmation is to
recognize that the faith the
confirmands confess is not
of their own making; it is
the gift of God that He
gives through His means
of grace.

The Holy Spirit who
empowered the disciples
to preach the risen Christ
two thousand years ago is
the same Spirit who em-
powers the confirmands to
make their confession.

What Is the Season After
Pentecost?

Because Pentecost is
the day that God poured

out His Holy Spirit on Christ's
disciples, the Season after Pen-
tecost is centered on sanctifi-
cation, the work of the Holy
Spirit in the day to day life of
the Christian.

This is reflected in the
liturgical color for this season:
green, the color of life and
growth. Through the gift of
faith that comes only from the
Holy Spirit, Christians are
enabled to trust in Christ and
proclaim Him in their daily
lives by service to their
neighbors.

The season after Pentecost
is the longest season of the
church year -- it lasts from
Trinity Sunday until the first
Sunday of Advent. This is the
non-festival portion of the li-
turgical calendar during which
the church stresses vocation,
evangelism, missions, steward-
ship, almsgiving, and other
works of mercy and charity as
ways in which Christ empow-
ers us by His grace to share the
Gospel with others.

Why Do We Celebrate
Pentecost?

There are three "mega-
festivals" commemorated in
the Christian calendar. The
first two, Christmas and
Easter, are well known to both
believers and non-believers.
But it's possible that even litur-
gical Christians may not be as
familiar with the third, the
festival of Pentecost.

God the Father's wonder-
ful Christmas gift of His one
and only Son, and Christ's
Easter triumph over the power
of sin, death, and the devil
would be of no benefit to us if
the Holy Spirit did not give us
the gift of saving faith.
Through the Word and Sacra-
ments, the Holy Spirit gives us
the power to believe and trust
in Christ as our Savior. This
precious gift of faith in the
saving work of our Lord Jesus
Christ is the reason Pentecost
is the third "mega-festival” of
the church and why we cele-
brate it with such joy and
thanksgiving.

Rogers
answered, "That which | have
preached I will seal with my
blood."

Then Mr. Woodroofe
said, "Thou art a heretic."

Rogers replied "That
shall be known at the Day of
Judgment.”

Mr. Woodroofe added,
"I will never pray for thee."
Rogers responded "But | will
pray for you.”

John Rogers awaited
and met death on the 4th of
February, 1555 at Smithfield
cheerfully, though he was
denied even a last moment
with his wife. Rogers stands
as the first blood on the hands

of Queen “Bloody” Mary...
and the first of hundreds more
to come. Noailles, the French
ambassador, speaks of the sup-
port given to John Rogers by
the majority of the people,
commenting, "Even his chil-
dren assisted at it, comforting
him in such a manner that it
seemed as if he had been led to
a wedding rather than an exe-
cution."”

The kid
came to answer the door and
greeted the bus pastor. The
bus pastor asked if his par-
ents were home and the
small boy told him that his
parents take off every week-
end and leave him at home
to take care of his little
brother. The bus pastor
couldn't believe what the kid
said and asked him to repeat
it.

The youngster gave the
same answer and the bus
pastor asked to come in and
talk with him.

The bus pastor asked the
kid, "Where do you go to
church? The young boy sur-
prised the visitor by reply-
ing, "I've never been to
church in my whole life."

"I sure have-
n't", came his answer.

Then the bus pastor
said, “Well, son, more im-
portant than going to church,

have you ever heard the
greatest love story ever
told?" and then he proceeded
to share the Gospel with this
little nine year old boy. The
young lad's heart began to be
tenderized and at the end of
the story, the bus pastor
asked if the boy wanted to
receive this free gift from
God.

The youngster ex-
claimed, "You bet!"

The kid and the bus pas-
tor got on their knees and the
lad invited Jesus into his
heart and received the free
gift of salvation. They both
stood up and the bus pastor
asked if he could pick the
kid up for church the next
morning.

"Sure," the nine old re-
plied.

The bus pastor got to the
house early the next morning
and found the lights off. He
let himself in and snaked his
way through the house and
found the little boy asleep in
his bed. He woke up the little
boy and his brother and
helped get them dressed.

They got on the bus and
ate a donut for breakfast on
their way to church.

Then he did the most as-
tounding thing I have ever
heard of. He took the plate,
sat it on the carpeted church
floor and stepped into the
center of it. As he stood
there, he lifted his little head
up and said, "Jesus, | don't
have anything to give you
today, but just me. | give you
mel”

In this story, | believe the
heart of giving is demon-
strated. The real gift that
God desires from each of us
is the gift of ourselves. “And
a little child shall lead
them...”

But I tell you: Love your ene-
miest® and pray for those who
persecute you,

John Rogers was born
in 1500 in the parish of Aston,
near Birmingham, England. He
was a minister, Bible translator
and commentator. John Rogers
was the first English Protestant
martyr to be executed by Mary
I of England, a.k.a. “Bloody
Mary”. He was burned at the
stake on February 4, 1555 at
Smithfield.

As Queen Mary took the
throne, John Rogers preached
at Paul's Cross commending
the "true doctrine taught in
King Edward's days," and
warning his hearers against the
"pestilent Popery, idolatry and

superstition” of the Roman
Catholic Church. Ten days
after this bold public display,
on August 16, 1553, John
Rogers was summoned before
the council and bidden to keep
within his own house. In Janu-
ary 1554, Bonner, the new
bishop of London, sent him to
Newgate Prison, where he lay
with John Hooper, Laurence
Saunders, John Bradford and
others for a year, while their
petitions were disregarded.

In December 1554, Par-
liament re-enacted the penal
statutes against Lollards (an
early reformation group), and
on January 22, 1555, two days
after they took effect, Rogers,
with ten others, came before
the council at the Lord Chan-

cellor Stephen Gardiner's house
in Southwark, and held his own
in the examination that took
place. On January 28 and 29,
he came before the commission
appointed by Cardinal Pole,
and was sentenced to death by
Gardiner for heretically deny-
ing the Christian character of
the Church of Rome and the
physical presence of the body
of Christ in the sacrament of
communion.

When the time came that
he should be brought out of
Newgate Prison to Smithfield,
the place of his execution, Mr.
Woodroofe, one of the sheriffs,
first came to John Rogers, and
asked him if he would revoke
his abominable doctrine, and
the evil opinion of the Sacra-
